From Vine to Bottle
As a tribute to the Italian heritage of our proprietor, this super Tuscan-style blend is a 
reflection of Italy’s grape varieties through the lens of Paso Robles’ unique terroir. The 
Sangiovese exhibits robust, sunbaked tannins with fruit-driven muscularity, while the 
Bordeaux varietals elevate the red fruit flavors and add to the mid-structure.

Tasting Notes
Strawberry and cherry notes subside to reveal an earthy dustiness. A complex flavor 
profile of ripe berries, peppery spice, ginger, chocolate and caramelized sugar leads 
to a rustic finish. The body, tannins and acidity create synergy and pop on the palate.

• Parched vineyards were soothed by rainfall during the winter and early spring.
• Temperatures peaked by July and turned to far milder conditions over the growing  
season than the years prior, cooling off after the start of harvest
• A slight break in harvest occurred in mid-September before the majority of grapes were 
harvested in October, distinguished by a heartening return to typical yields.
