2015 VINEYARD SERIES

TASTING NOTES

2015 SANGIOVESE  0Opens lavishly with raspberry and cherry, touched with hints of orange blossom and
delicate rosewater. Orange and créme emerge on a sprawling palate of mulifaceted
fannins, culminating in its rustic redwood finish.

2015 GRENACHE  Iedlously fruitful with cranberry, grenadine and orange peel notes. Deep flavors of

blonde coffee, clove, and anise draw in the senses with a satisfying, warm and cozy
finish.

2015 SYRAH  Maroonrhuedmit notes of plum and black cherry with an earthy peat undercarriage.
Aromatic violet and oaken spice accompany lean, unbridled tannins, finishing with
vanilla and extended red fruit.

2015 AME DE Lusciously spiced aromas of Santa Rosa plum and violet portray the Rhone Valley-styk
LA VIGNE izfion of this field blend. An expressive palate of cranberry and cherry wood unveiled

beneath a spark of mint and concord softens into a finish deep with lush, ripe fruit.

2015 CUORE  Deep maroon in hue, unfurling with ample cherry and cranberry fruit. Chestnut wood
DELLA VIGNA accompanies lean, rustic tannins and muted breath of terra cotta and mint. An
enduring finish of seasoned oak serves as a platform for brightly acidic dishes.

2015 CABERNET  Amazing dork fruit aromas of black cherry and marionberry delve into graham spice
FRANC  withahint of aromatic nectarine. Lengthy fruit notes infertwine with toffee and
chestnut wood for an earthy finish, cushioned with mellow tannins.

2015 MALBEC A characteristic hint of violet accompanies o complex and inviting evolution within the
glass. Flavors touch on red apple, vanilla brulee, and crushed mint sprigs, followed by a
rich and lengthy finish.

2015 MERLOT Inifingly lush mulberry and Luxardo cherry aromas furn to flavors of pomegranate and
fangerine zest. Notes of fennel and toffee with velvety tannins on the finish portray a
rewarding varietal character.
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Black currant and Luxardo cherry aromas exemplify a Cabernet bouquet, meeting
cinnamon and fig with a warming palate. Mocha and mesquite mingle in a complex
oak profile with smooth and rewarding tannins.

This dark, richly hued wine presents extraordinary notes of dried fig, oven-roasted plum
and black cherry tempered with baking spice and créme brilée. The intensely flavorful
palate of dark, ripe fruits, cardomom, vanilla cola and mouth-watering tannins finishes
exceedingly smoothly from extended barrel aging.

A mesmerizing trove of aromas, with fruitforward blackberry and grilled plum, savory
Cerignola olive, and spicy white sage, exemplary of Bordelaise varietals. Earthy leather
and fobacco leaf emerge with a lengthy, evolving finish of oaken vanilla and teak.

Voluptuously aromatic strawberries and cream appear alongside a handsome expression
of worn leather and dark plum. The appassimento process lends wisps of rose and
silky smooth mouthfeel with a burst of Malabar pepper.

Crushed boysenberries and candied orange peel settle info warm aromas of spiced
cocoa. Fig and cascara on the finish ride on velvety tannins.

Sticking with its heritage, this wine shows a dark and inky purple hue with terroir-driven
notes of huckleberry jam, butterscotch and meringue. Extended barrel aging softened
the long and lustrious tannins and created concentrated flavors of damp granite,
smoked bay leaf and chocolate-dipped bacon, with a lengthy and velvety finish.

Iridescently plum in hue, accompanied by plum and graphite aromas that portray the
calcareous origins of this 100% Petite Sirah. Unfolds with flavors of huckleberry and
saddle leather with a craveable finish of Scotch peat and pie crust, and finishing full and
round with unapologefically rustic, aged oak.

As its hue would suggest, this wine presents overwhelming dark fruit melange. Subtle
oaken vanilla and spice are carried on round and supple tannins. Earthy peat and mint
portray the boldness of this vintage with a hint of orange zest characteristic of the
Acquarello vineyard.
